tapped resources to gather info for the com-
munity and when included in the solution proc-
ess, they helped institute programs like: Men-
toring, Last Drink Data and Three Strikes
You’re Out. Last Drink Data utilizes reports of
people arrested for an alcohol-related offense.
Individuals are asked where they had their “last
drink” and this information is tabulated, and
used to identify patterns among establishments.
Through good planning, problems were kept

under control.

The conference provided excellent information
and great ideas to take back and share with
our City of Pittsburgh officials, and our South
Side Business and Community organizations to
unify a new vibrant South Side for all to enjoy.
